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前言

　　《新编大学英语（第二版）》是最新修订的全国高等院校大学英语系列教材。
该书内容丰富，信息量大，是一套全面培养学生英语听、说、读、写、译能力的教材。
但是对于大部分学生来说，要想真正按照教材编写者的意图完成学习任务，需要课后做大量相关的拓
展和延伸练习。
为了帮助学生真正掌握教材的精华，能够真正学以致用，达到教学大纲规定的教学目标，特组织相关
教师编写了这套（（新编大学英语同步练习》丛书，该丛书共4册，奉献给广大致力于学好大学英语
的同学，愿该丛书能帮助学生打好语言基本功，拓宽知识面，提高人文素质，在大学英语四、六级考
试中取得好成绩。
　　《新编大学英语同步练习》的编写遵循“吃透教材，抓准知识点，强化训练，举一反三”的原则
。
每册10个单元，难度分别按照大学英语分级教学要求设置。
每个单元的内容均从课本知识点出发，深化拓展，从五个部分展开。
　　1．词汇部分　　该部分摒弃了传统的只记汉语意思而忽略英语释义的做法，设置了英语释义连
线题，旨在引导学生养成用英语思维的习惯，从英语释义中找到单词本身所特有的含义。
　　为了扩大学生的词汇量，让学生了解英语构词法的相关知识，编者设置了词缀练习和词汇的曲折
变化练习，通过示范与练习，学生可以更好地了解英语构词法，迅速扩大词汇量，达到举一反三的效
果。
　　此外，也保留了传统的四选一词汇用法客观题，有的题目来自历年的四、六级真题和考研题。
　　2．语法部分　　该部分练习题型分为三项：第一部分是语法句型变换；第二部分是介词、副词
填空；第三部分是语法用法客观选择题。
　　编者认为，语法在实际使用中是表现在句子里的，所以加强句型变化的练习，可以更好地掌握语
法。
此外，英语水平高低的重要标志是“小词”的运用是否纯熟。
而介词和副词就是英语中的“小词”，介词的搭配变化多端，但也有一定的规律，而副词又是体现说
话人态度、感觉的重要途径，掌握介词和副词的用法对英语语感的培养大有裨益。
为此，选编了一组介词、副词填空练习，希望能对学生培养良好的英语语感有所贡献。
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内容概要

本丛书是一套与外研社《新编大学英语（第二版）》配套的，供大学本科非英语专业选用的同步练习
册。
丛书内容按照大学英语分级教学要求编排，覆盖词汇、语法、翻译、写作、阅读等多个方面，书中绝
大部分题型为主观题，且每部分均单独成篇，可以为学生提供较全面的技巧点拨和实践训练。
通过本丛书的训练，学生可以从多个角度理解课文知识点，并且以点带面，从更深的层次掌握词汇、
语法、翻译技巧、阅读技巧等，从而为有效备考大学英语四、六级考试打下扎实的基础。
