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前言

　　《初中英语同步听力》是《英语》（新标准）系列教材的配套出版物，供老师开展课堂听力教学
或指导学生进行课外自主训练听力使用。
　　本教材是依据国家《英语课程标准》关于初中英语学习提出的目标和要求编写的，总的指导思想
是使学生通过一定的听力实践活动，系统训练和全面提高英语听力技能，从而提高实际运用语言的能
力。
　　本教材采用主题模块化设计，沿用主教材主题，每个模块大致由六个听力任务组成。
本教材具有以下特色：　　一、依据不同主题的特点和内容，主要对主旨要点、具体信息、情感态度
、人物关系、推理判断等方面的听力技能进行专项训练。
听力是外语学习者较难掌握的技能之一，在学习过程中，学习者需进行大量的反复训练才能掌握。
本教材不同模块听力技能训练的重点有所不同，目的是使学生的某项听力技能通过反复训练得到加强
和提高。
　　二、注重听力技能发展的系统性。
虽然不同模块听力技能训练的侧重点不一样，但整套教材的设计具有很强的系统性，使学生在听力技
能发展的各个层面都能得到训练。
同时，每个模块也设有综合技能训练任务，注重学生综合听力理解能力的提高。
　　三、语言自然地道。
对初中级英语学习者来讲，自然、地道且难易适中的听力材料是训练并提高学生英语听力技能的重要
保证。
本教材由国外从事教材编写的专业作者编写，并由外国专家录音，语言、语音均地道、准确。
　　四、活动及练习形式灵活多样，既有客观性的听力理解训练，又有开放性的练习形式，如听、写
结合的填空、完成句子等，并配以插图，趣味性强。
　　五、与教学同步，可以用作课堂教学的同步训练。
　　我们希望这套听力教材作为主教材的有益补充，不仅能够解决初中学生听力资源不足的问题，而
且能够帮助学生在听力技能及综合语言素养方面得到全面提高。
